¶ Teachers to plan, deliver, review and evaluate their 

pedagogy. 

¶ The goal is work collaboratively in expert teaching 

teams to develop teaching and learning that reflects best 
practice. 

¶ To improve studentsô outcomes by differentiating to 
meet individual needs. 

The goal is to provide opportunity for all students to 

achieve and to be challenged in their learning. 

Stage 2 Master Plan 
During 2018, building works will be undertaken to ensure 
the school is able to meet the needs of the community in 
years to come. This will include the construction of  
additional learning spaces leading from the end of the main 
corridor out onto the grass area behind the pick up trees. 
The plans also include a refurbishment of the ground floor of 
the original school building, modelled off the refurbishment 
upstairs which was completed a couple of years ago.  
 
Communication 
A concerted effort will continue this year to ensure effective 
communication between school and home. An infographic 
was distributed and is attached that outlines the various 
platforms that will be used to communicate. It is important 
that parents are aware of these forms of communication and 
have access to them on their devices.

The Uniform Store holds three major óUniform Ordering Drivesô each yearðsummer, winter and  
orientation uniform drives.  This keeps stock levels manageable and the store profitable.  Parents  
complete an order form and pre-pay for any items they wish to purchase.  These orders are compiled and placed as a bulk 

order.  Once items arrive they ar packaged and delivered home to families via their child.
