When will the Children Play? 

In Week Three of this term I included a summary of Chapter One of ñWhen Will the Children Play?ò. The second chapter is called ñChildhood under Threatò 
and has some confronting ideas. Angela Rossmanith invites us to question the current values children are raised with. She makes the point that the way we 
raise children is influenced by the inferred values of a particular period of time. The concept of childhood under threat begins to question the busy, rushed, 
overworked and anxious lives of adulthood and how it may be affecting our children.  Her comment that busyness has become a status symbol could be 
confronting but may give us food for thought. The following are the key points from the second chapter ñChildhood Under Threat.ò 
 

¶ When childrenôs time is structured and time tabled, they have little time left to engage in the essential process of childhood. 

¶ Childrenôs total health depends on their spending enough time in play and imaginings.  

¶ Many adults recognise that children are under pressure from an increasingly early age but regard it as inevitable and necessary for success. 
 

Angela offers some questions for reflection: 

¶ Take some time to think about the essential aspects of living. Reflect on your life experience and the philosophy of life you have for yourself. 

¶ Think about what is really important to live life in a satisfying way. Be aware of what youôve accepted without question and  question it. 

¶ Ask yourself what it is that you really would want for your children as they go through life. What would serve them well, no matter what was to   
happen? 

¶ Is the way you are living your life and the way your children are living their lives, helping them to grow in the qualities you feel would be essential for 
them? 

 

The next chapter is called ñOur Busy Livesò.
