in their care and therefore make adjustments accordingly.  

However, there are adjustments that are made for students 

that are specifically aimed at ensuring they have an equal  

opportunity to access and participate successfully within the 

teaching and learning of the classroom and on the playground. 

These adjustments are formalised on Personalised Plans 

(PPs), which allow teachers and parents to identify goals  

towards which to work and to then measure success. The  

de-identified data from these PPs is what is collected as part of 

the NCCD. 

 

During Term 2, we will be working to better identify and support 

those students in our classrooms who are being provided  

adjustments and support. Teachers will be given time to work 

with Carolyn McFarland and a consultant from CE to look at 

what adjustments are being made in the classroom and how 

best we can meet the needs of our students. If you have any 

questions regarding this process, please speak to myself,  

Carolyn McFarland or your childôs teacher.  

 

School Wide Positive Behaviour (Bees Knees) 

At the start of 2018, the decision was taken to move away from 

the School Wide Positive Behaviour Program, or as it was 

known, Bees Knees. This was aimed at allowing time for a 

review and reflection on how the program was supporting and 

promoting positive behaviours across the school. While it was 

planned that this review would have already begun at this 

stage, it will be undertaken at the start of Term 2. At present a 

survey is being composed to go out to the parent community, 

requesting feedback on what is seen as important when  

recognising and celebrating the positive actions of our students 

in and around our school. This will be followed by working with 

students, particularly those who at the end of 2017 were soon 

to be recognised for their next óbandô, so they can articulate 

what they see as important in a school wide positive behaviour 

approach. We will also look at best practice from other schools 

and research. I look forward to working with any parent  

feedback we receive and with the students, to develop a way 

forward for celebrating the positive successes we have as a 

school community.

Over the coming weeks there are a number of teachers taking 

leave for a variety of reasons, as well as teachers attending a 

number of professional learning courses. Thank you to Caz 

Perryman who has worked very hard this term to ensure that 

all classes have been covered so professionally by our  

wonderful relief teachers. This is not an easy job. Thank you to 

all our teachers who have committed themselves to taking on 

new learning opportunities. This does truly build on the  

professional capacity of our school, which in turn supports the 

teaching and learning in the classroom.
